Portrait Painting Foundation Workshop 

Location: Academy of Vocal Arts (1920 Spruce St, Philadelphia, PA 19103)

This workshop will focus on three fundamental aspects of portrait painting.  They are understanding of the head and facial structures, utilization and calibration of relative value and color relationship.  Discussion on ways of handling oil paint to achieve the desired effect will also be part of our dialogue throughout the week.   
 
The instructor will begin each day with a lecture and demo on a specific topic followed by exercises designed to enhance students’ understanding of the lesson that day.  The workshop will start with a lecture on the anatomical structure of the head/face.  The instructor will pinpoint landmarks crucial to the construction of the head as a mass and then guide students to logically break down the mass to its integrated and cohesive parts.  Once students have a basic understanding of the head/facial structures, they will attempt to construct the head as a mass first using relative value relationships and then color relationships.  The instructor will open the discussion on absolute, perceived and relative value-color relationship and how understanding the differences can help students construct a strong portrait painting.  Each stage of the workshop will be introduced based on students’ pace rather than a set schedule.  The week will conclude with a 5-hour pose where students will attempt to bring together skills they learn during the week and apply them to the long pose painting.  
A 3-hour evening demo by the instructor will be scheduled (TBD).  
Who is this workshop best suited for – this workshop is open to painting students of all levels with good drawing skill and who are ready to make mistakes in order to learn.

What to expect – this workshop focuses on a few fundamental skills required in painting a portraiture.  This knowledge base will enable students to begin and further their study in painting and with some independence.  This workshop will not teach students how to master or polish a portrait painting.
